It was 9:55 p.m. on 23rd August 2009. A team including Nilarya Talukdar, Kausik 

Mukherjee, Arnab Ray, Suman Ghosh and me started our journey towards Bankura.  

It probably was another study tour for άEso Kichu Koriέ, but the experiences are 

always different.  Somnath  Banerjee, Prosanta Garai, Paban Das, Biswanath  Guin, 

Amit Kr. Hensh, Tumpa Dasmodok - everyone had a different story. Every story was a 

learning process for us. Instead of taking you through all the stories, let me share 

with you the experience of our rendezvous with Tumpa, Tumpa Dasmodok.  Tumpa is 

one of the brightest students of her class as per her teachers. She is a Medha Phase II 

schƻƭŀǊ ƻŦ ά9ǎƻ YƛŎƘǳ YƻǊƛέ.  We knew that she is a needy student with ample talent, 

but the real scenario of her neediness was yet to be discovered. Tumpa stays with 

her mother in Bishnupur, whereas her brother who is a student of class VII stays 

alone in their ancestral home at Radhanagar. When I asked him from where he 

arranges his food, he answered that usually he receives mid-day meal from school

We were left lost for 

words hearing the story of their struggle. Next day morning we went to TumpaΩs 

house in Bishnupur; it was a decent slum where she stays. Tumpa, a girl with two 

bright eyes but visibly a victim of hypertension and malnutrition, ŘƻŜǎƴΩǘ ǎƭeep nights 

after nights just for her study. She believes from the core of her heart that this hard 

work will definitely be praised.  But this kind of hard work has made her terribly 

restless. Sometimes she gets severe headaches.  She is undergoing treatment at 

Bankura Medical College for a long time.  Some of our team members had a detailed 

conversation with her; they tried to make her understand that she should look after 

her health too.  But Tumpa, who believes only a brilliant result can make her life, is 

not ready to lose a single moment. {ƘŜ ŘƻŜǎƴΩǘ ŜǾŜƴ ŎŀǊŜ for her health. When we 

talked to her mother about her diet, we came to know that she is allergic, hence

wretched financial condition, managing their lives with a meager widow allowance of 

Rs.400 and their indomitable spirit really inspired us.   
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While writing this article I can still feel the moments I spent at her place. EKK is a 

journey, I know we would face lots of such students in future, but few stories have left 

us shaken like this. May all her hard work and willpower come to a fruitful end ς that is 

what I pray for her.
